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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the CONRR comments K001 to K015. All these comments are towards the separate schema file “OMA-SUP-XSD_xdm_group_advertisement-V1_0-20061220-D“

The agreed “OMA-PAG-2007-0063R03-CR_XDM2_Extended_Group_Advertisement_chapter” changed <allow-media> to <group-media> and the (not yet agreed) “OMA-PAG-2007-0189R03-CR_Fixes_to_groupExtensions_SUP_file” adds it to the groupExtension schema. 

In the Shared Group XDMS TS chapter 7.1.2 (Extended Group Advertisement schema section), it is stated that a Group Advertisement is built from the old PoC Group Advertisement Schema plus extensions from the new group extensions schema.
In the structure description, chapter 7.1.1, it is stated that Group Advertisment has the same elements as the Group AUID XML document, (see the pending CR “OMA-PAG-2007-0186-XDM2_CONRR_K001_K007_K011”) 

The conclusion of this is that the schema file is no longer needed and can be removed (as well as all references to it) so no need to solve the errors pointed out in the “K” CONRR items. 
This CR obsoletes the schema file.
