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1 Reason for Change

This CR tries to fix a bug related to Permanent Presence State.
Let’s see a presentity set his permanent presence information - “note” in Presence XDMS. The PS will fetch this information and present it when he is not “online”. However, when a network entity publishes some other Presence information for this presentity, the PS will ignore “note” element. We regard it as a bug since “note” element should not be ignored at this time.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.4.1.5 Permanent Presence State
If there is no valid incoming publication for the presentity and the PS supports the Permanent Presence State functionality as specified in this section, the PS  SHALL fetch the presentity’s Permanent Presence State document stored in the Presence XDMS according to the procedures defined in [XDMSPEC] section 6.1.1. When fetching the document, the PS SHALL construct the HTTP URI as follows: 

· Set the XCAP Root URI as described in [XDMSPEC];
· Set the AUID to “pidf-manipulation” as defined in [PRESXDM]; and
· Set the document name to “perm-presence” as defined in [PRESXDM]; and

· Set the XUI to the URI of the presentity. 

In case the Presence XDMS returns a PIDF document for the above fetch, the PS SHALL treat this input as a document published by a Presence Source and use it for presence information processing. 

When the PS receives a valid presence information publication from a Presence Source, the PS SHALL  compose it with the Permanent Presence information into a single presence document as described in Section 5.4.3.1. When there is a valid incoming publication for the presentity, the PS SHALL NOT fetch the presentity’s Permanent Presence State document stored in the Presence XDMS.
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
