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1 Reason for Change
This contribution proposes guideline regarding names of different possible URI List for the Presence Implementation Guideline document (Draft – 15 Jun 2007). This document updates the previously presented document (OMA-PAG-2007-0377), based on the comments received. Moreover, this document uses the agreed template for the XDM Implementation Guideline document as the basis.

The main changes in this updated version on top of the previous version (i.e. OMA-PAG-2007-0377) are:

· clarification about the purpose of the section added at the beginning

· Polite-Block list added in the bullet list from Note

· possible correspondence between Presence and Grant list added

· some changes are made on the restrictive guidelines for the construction of a list

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Change 2:  Create Section 5.8
5.8 Names of Lists
This section provides mapping between the possible conceptual lists used in the Presence 1.1 enabler [PRES ERELD] and the lists defined in [XDM SHARED]. Moreover, some restrictive guidelines are provided in the construction of a list for simplicity and to have smooth device migration.

Lists are used for different purposes in Presence. Different possible lists that can be used in Presence are outlined below:

· Presence List. The list of users whose Presence Information is requested [PRS RLS XDM].

· Grant List. The list of users who are allowed to subscribe for Presence Information. The users are listed in Presence Authorization Rules document [PRS XDM] under the <conditions> element, whose corresponding <sub-handling> element has the value “allow”.  

· Block List. The list of users who are blocked from subscribing for Presence Information. The users are listed in Presence Authorization Rules document [PRS XDM] under the <conditions> element, whose corresponding <sub-handling> element has the value “block”.

· Polite-Block List. The list of users who are blocked politely from subscribing for Presence Information. The users are listed in Presence Authorization Rules document [PRS XDM] under the <conditions> element, whose corresponding <sub-handling> element has the value “polite-block”.

The Presence List and the Grant List can be the same for a user, so that the Presentity subscribes for the Presence Information of the same set of users who are authorized to subscribe for its Presence Information. However, a Presentity can also maintain separate lists for the Presence List and the Grant List.
[XDM SHARED] defines names for a few commonly used URI Lists, like oma_allcontacts, oma_buddylist, oma_pocbuddylist, and oma_blockedcontacts. The following mapping is proposed:
· Presence List: “oma_buddylist”

· Grant List: “oma_grantlist”
· Block/Polite-Block List: “oma_blockedcontacts”
Editor’s note: There is no suitable name attribute defined in the Shared XDM specification [XDM SHARED] for the Grant List. It can be defined within XDM 1.1. 
5.9 Reference to Shared Lists
A Presence List can use the <resource-list> element to refer to a URI List stored in the Shared XDMS or directly include the <list> element, which includes the <entity>, <external> and <list> elements as child elements. It is not expected to use more than two levels of <list> elements to avoid nesting.

The Grant List, Polite-Block List and Block List can use <external-list> element (as child element of <conditions> element of Presence Authorization Rules document) to refer the URI List stored in the Shared XDMS (as mentioned above), or include <identity>, <other-identity>, or <anonymous-request> as child element.
Editor’s note: Alternatively, should there be restriction not to directly include <list> element within RLS document for Presence List, and <identity> element within Presence authorization document for Grant List, Polite-Block List and Block List, so that URI List in Shared XDMS is always referred for any list used in Presence? This should help device migration.
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
