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1 Reason for Change

Contribution 368R02 introduced throttling specification with client requested throttling parameter, and server side throttling configuration.

This contribution specified the RLS server side throttling configuration, for the RLS.

Contribution 586 provides the similar capability for the PS within the Presence XDM.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add a new Section 5.2
5.2  RLS Admininistration Rules

5.2.1   Structure

The RLS Admininistration Rules SHALL conforms to the structure of the “rls-admin-rules” document described in this sub-clause. The schema definition is provided in section 5.2.4.
Editor’s Note: It is assumed the rules pertain to the entity whose document is referred in the path (e.g. AUID/users/XUI). It was decided to include it also within the document as the uri parameter. Need to discuss what if the user (XUI) where the documents resides does not match the uri attribute within.
An RLS Administration document includes an <rls-admin-rules> element:
a) SHALL include a “uri” attribute that contains the XUI of the User for whom the Admin Rules are intended;
b) MAY include any other attribute for the purposes of extensibility;
c) MAY include a <throttling > element containing the a local server configuration in seconds for RLS throttling as defined in [PRES_Spec];
d) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.

5.2.2     Application Unique ID

The AUID SHALL be “org.openmobilealliance.rls-admin-rules”.

5.2.3    Default Namespace

The default namespace used in expanding URIs SHALL be “urn:ietf:params:xml:ns:rls-admin-rules”.

5.2.4   XML Schema

The “rls-admin-rules” XML document SHALL be composed according to the XML schema described in [XSD_RLSAdminRules].
Editor’s Note: Should be defined as part of an XSD file
5.2.5    MIME Type

The MIME type for this application usage SHALL be “application/rls-admin-rules+xml”. 
5.2.6   Validation constraints

The validation constraints SHALL conform to those imposed by the XML schema.
5.2.7   Data Semantics
The usage of this part of document is to enable an Operator or a service provider to define limitations on usage of the RLS associated system resources.
5.2.8   Naming conventions

The name of the Presence Authorization Rules document containing the Presence Content Rules SHALL be “rls-admin-rules”.
5.2.9   Global documents

Editor’s Note: Consider global document as default lacking specific XUI admin rule.

5.2.10   Resource interdependencies

5.2.11   Authorisation policies
