Appendix X. Common Content Types
(Normative)

Appendix A. The common content types for this specification are described in this Appendix.

X.x  Watcher Information Content Extension
The watcher information content in [RFC3858] is extended as described in this subclause, to deliver the status of the watcher requesting presence contents. The watcher information content extension in this subclause SHALL be placed as sibling of the <watcher-list> element under the <watcherinfo> root element in [RFC3858].
X.x.1  XML Schema
The watcher information content extension SHALL conform to the XML Schema described in [XSD_PRSWINFOEXT].
X.x.2  Structure and Data Semantics
The <watcher-contents-list> element:

a) MAY include a <ns-bindings> element containing namespace bindings to local prefixes used in XPath expression;
b) SHALL include one or more <watcher-contents> element containg the status of presence contents that the watcher has requested;
c) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.
The <ns-bindings> element SHALL include one or more <ns-binding> element, each of which contains a nanmespace binding to a local prefix using “prefix” and “urn” attributes respectively.

The <watcher-contents> element:

a) SHALL include a “uri” attribute containing the SIP URI of the watcher of concern;
b) MAY include any other attribute for the purposes of extensibility;
c) MAY include zero or more <content> element;
d) MAY include any other elements from any other namespaces for the purposes of extensibility.
The <content> element:

a) SHALL contain the presence content in XPath expression as the watcher has requested per event notification filtering mechanism in section 5.2.5. This will typically correspond to the content of the <include> element under the <what> element in event notification filter per [RFC4661]. ;
b) SHALL include a “type” attribute containing the expression type used for the content. The default value of the “type” attribute is ‘xpath'.
c) SHALL include a “status” attribute containing the authorization status of the corresponding presence content in <content> element. The value of the “status” attribute value can be one of the following:
‘pending’
means that the corresponding presence content that the watcher has requested is not authorized to the requesting watcher per the current Presence Content Rule in the Presence XDMS. 
‘active’
means that the corresponding presence content that the watcher has requested is authorized to the requesting watcher per the current Presence Content Rule in the Presence XDMS.
