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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes guidelines about length of some Presence Information Element in the PRS Implementation Guidelines document. It proposes guidelines about the length for following elements: <status-icon>, <class>, <note>, <description> under <service-description>, <other> and note under the <activities>, <place-type> or <mood>.

The basis for the guidelines (i.e. picking the values) is the typical use cases and extreme uses in practice, and the main reasons for proposing the limitations are as following:

· have IOP between clients and between a client and a server

· make effective use of resources (e.g. radio interface, storage)
· improve user experience in terms of consistent UI and usability
More specifically, different implementations may have different limitations in terms of maximum allowed length. Moreover, in the limited UI on a mobile client, it is useful to have predictability of some level about the maximum limits to provide consistent user experience. Some information element (e.g. icon) might be quite demanding in terms of resources (e.g. traffic, storage), but a large value may not improve the quality in the UI as such. So, such guideline may provide means for effective use of resources. Besides, very high value for some information elements (e.g. <note>) can be misused for different unexpected purposes (e.g. messaging).  

R01: The guidelines are reworded, so that it is applicable for a watcher client.
R02: The guidelines are again reworded.

An implementation of a Watcher is expected to at least support the following length/size for the values of different specific Presence Information Elements:
· 100 kilobytes for the size of an icon expressed as <status-icon> element
· 100 characters for the value of a <note> element

· 20 characters for the value of a <class> element
· 100 characters for the value of the <description> child element under a <service-description> element
· 20 characters for the value of the <other> child element under a <activities>, <place-type> or <mood> element
So, an implementation of a Presence Source is expected to follow the lenght/size while publishing.
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
