6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 5.4
5.4 Publication
5.4.1 Publication content
PIDF is an extensible data format allowing the Presence Source to publish arbitrary information.
It is RECOMMENDED that a Presence Source does not publish Presence Information other than what is defined in the [PRS SPEC] and extended with [PRS DATA SPEC].
The reasons for the recommendations include:
· Optimize performance; and
· Avoid possible conflicts in composition; and
· Eliminate presence information the User Interface is not prepared to render.
5.4.2 Storage of the SIP-Etag value
A device hosting the Presence Source can be turned off without cancelling active publication event state in PS. 
It is RECOMMENDED that a Presence Source stores the value of the “SIP-ETag” header field in permanent memory and uses in conditional publications for the lifetime of the publication as defined in [RFC3903]. 
The reasons for the recommendations include:
· The Presence Source is able to manipulate the previous publication event state after the device is turned on again, without the need of creating a new publication event state in PS and waiting for the previous publication event state to expire. 
5.4.3 Use of <note> element

The [PRS SPEC] allows multiple <note> elements to be included in various XML elements within a presence document (e.g. <place-type>, <mood>, <tuple>, <device>).

It is RECOMMENDED that a Presence Source publishes only one <note> element, which is the child element of the <person> element. 
The reasons for the recommendations include:
· The device hosting the Watcher cannot be expected to render all the possible <note> elements on its User Interface.
It is also RECOMMENDED that the device hosting the Watcher renders at least the <note> element within the <person> element on its User Interface. 
The reasons for the recommendations include:
· Due to the previous recommendation the Watcher can expect the Presence Source to publish this element. 

It is also RECOMMENDED that a Presence Source does not use the “xml:lang” attribute [RFC4479] while publishing a <note> element.
The reasons for the recommendations include:
· The usage of this attribute is only useful when multiple <note> elements are present. Due to the previous recommendation that is not expected.
