Comment: For a client, it is not easy to enforce the provisioning parameter MAX-NUMBER-OF-SUBSCRIPTIONS-IN-PRESENCE-LIST. It requites the retrieval of the RLS/Presence List document prior to making a RLS subscription, causing additional traffic, time and effort. Moreover, if the list has nested sub-list, it is not straightforward to count the entries of an RLS List. Besides, enforcing such restriction may not result good user experience, as subscription of some entries would fail without any understandable reason for a user.
Proposed Change: A statement should be added in the IG doc about not using the parameter. Ideally, the parameter should be removed from the specs.

Ideally, the MAX-NUMBER-OF-SUBSCRIPTIONS-IN-PRESENCE-LIST provisioning parameter should be removed from the corresponding specification (i.e. PRS AC and PRS MO).

Change 1:  A new recommendation is added in section 5.9 
5.9 Provisioning

It is RECOMMENDED that the provisioning parameter SERVICE-URI-TEMPLATE in [PRS_AC] and [PRS_MO] follows the syntax defined in section Error! Reference source not found.“Service URI”.
The reasons for the recommendations include:

The [PRS_AC] and [PRS_MO] define a set of character formatted provisioning parameters without limiting the length of those parameters.

It is RECOMMENDED that the string of any character-formatted provisioning parameter, defined in [PRS_MO] and [PRS_AC], does not exceed 100 characters.
The reasons for the recommendations include:
· use of longer provisioning strings than a UE can handle will cause malfunctions; and

· effective use of resources; and
· maximum length of 100 characters is deemed sufficient.
It is RECOMMENDED that the provisioning parameter MAX-NUMBER-OF-SUBSCRIPTIONS-IN-PRESENCE-LIST, defined in [PRS_MO] and [PRS_AC], is not used when provisioning a client.
The reasons for the recommendations include:
· for enforcing the parameter, a client may need to retrieve a Presence List from network, requiring additional traffic and time;
· for nested sub-list within the URI List referred from a Presence List, it is not straightforward to count the total number of entries within a Presence List; and

· such artificial limit can confuse a user, causing poor user experience. 
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
