6.4.3 Presence Information Element semantics

6.4.3.1 Roaming Information
6.4.3.1.1 Description
The “Roaming Information” provides the Presentity’s roaming related information, e.g., whether a device of the Presentity is in its home network or in a visited network, and what is the name of the network, etc.
6.4.3.1.2 Mapping to presence data model
The “Roaming Information” building block is part of the “device” component according to the presence data model.
6.4.3.1.3 Mapping to PIDF
The “Roaming Information” building block SHALL be mapped to PIDF as follows:

6.4.4.1 <roaming-info>

The <roaming-info> element is an extension to PIDF that is used to describe the “Roaming Information” building block as described in section 6.4.3.1 “Romaing Information”. The <roaming-info> element SHALL be used as a child element of the <device> element as defined in [RFC4479].
The <roaming-info> element SHALL include one of the following child element:

· The <homenet> child element with an “name” attribute describing the name of network, to indicate the device is in the home network, or;
· The <visitednet> child element with an “name” attribute describing the name of network, to indicate the device is under roaming.
