		Media file logically connected with Presence Information. Presence Information Element includes the URI that references the media file stored in Content XDMS.



		Global Document

		A document placed under the XCAP global tree that applies to all users of that application usage.



		Global Tree

		A URL that represents the parent for all global documents for a particular application usage within a particular XCAP root. (Source: [RFC4825])



		Presence Information Element

		Defined in [OMA PRESRD]



		Users Tree

		A URI that represents the parent for all user documents for a particular Application Usage within a particular XCAP Root.



		XCAP Application Usage

		Detailed information on the interaction of an application with an XCAP server.  (Source: [RFC4825])



		XCAP Client

		An HTTP client that understands how to follow the naming and validation constraints defined in [RFC4825].  (Source: [RFC4825])

4. Introduction


This specification describes the structure of a particular type of XML document used for storing and referencing media files as part of Presence Information. Whenever the Presence Information Element may include a URI, such URI may reference the Content stored in the Content XDMS defined by this specification.


The Content XDMS (see [PRESAD]) is the logical repository for Content documents. This specification provides the XCAP application usage of the Content. The common protocol specified in [XDMSPEC] is used for access and manipulation of such Content by authorized principals. The authorization of the Content may be shared with authorization of Presence Information.

5. Content XDM Application Usages

The AUID SHALL be “org.openmobilealliance.content”.

5.1.3 Default Namespace


The default namespace SHALL conform to “urn:oma:xml:xdm:user-profile” as defined in [XSD_content]

The “content” XML document SHALL be composed according to the XML schema described in [XSD_content].

5.1.5 MIME Type


The MIME type for this application usage SHALL be “application/vnd.oma.content+xml”.

5.1.6 Validation Constraints

This Application Usage defines a subfolder “status-icon” in the Users Tree. No naming conventions are defined for this Application Usage. Any name except “status-icon” can be used as the name of the document.

5.1.9 Global Documents


This Application Usage defines no Global Documents.

5.1.10 Resource Interdependencies


This Application Usage defines no additional resource interdependencies.

5.1.11 Authorization Policies


The authorization policies for manipulating a content document SHALL conform to those described in [XDM_Core] Section 5.1.5 “Authorization” with the following exceptions: 

1) Principals SHALL have permission to perform retrieve operations of any content document stored directly in the Users Tree;

2) Principals SHALL have permission to perform retrieve operations from “status-icon” subfolder in the Users Tree as defined in Section 5.1.8 “Naming Conventions” only if are granted to obtain the <status-icon> Presence Information Element in Presence Authorization Rules of the Primary Principal. The procedure of applying Presence Authorization Rules for content authorization are described in [PRESTS] section 5.12 “Content XDMS”.

6. Subscribing to changes in the XML documents


The “org.openmobilealliance.content” Application Usage does not require subscriptions to changes in the XML documents functionality, therefore it is RECOMMENDED for the XDMC not to subscribe for changes in XML documents from this Application Usage.
