5.4 Usage of tel URIs

The rules for tel URI equivalence are defined in [RFC3966] section 4.

It is RECOMMENDED that an XDMC uses the international format of a tel URI, if available, when storing a tel URI as part of an XML document stored in the XDMS.

When only the non-international format of a tel URI is available, it is RECOMMENDED that an XDMC follows the procedures described in [3GPP-TS_24.229] section 5.1.2A.1 when storing a tel URI as part of an XML document stored in the XDMS.
Note: The procedures described in [3GPP-TS_24.229] describe the phone-context parameter of a tel URI and are generic, including non-3GPP environments, as for the storage and format considerations of tel URIs within the XDMS.
The reasons for the recommendation include:

· improved accuracy of tel URI equivalence testing as defined in [RFC3966] section 4 and [RFC3986] section 6.2.2, while minimizing computational costs; and
· improved cross-domain interoperability.
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
