Comment:. The specification doesn’t indicate how Presence Server and Presence Source agree on the duration of the one-time publication. If no hint is given by the Presence Server (e.g. in the REFER request), the Presence Source might use a duration that is less than supported by the Presence Server, which may lead to a rejection of the publication. On the other hand, if the presence state changes within the initially agreed publication lifetime, the Presence Source should un-publish the previously published presence state.
A possible solution is that the Presence Source doesn’t supply an Expires header when publishing, and the Presence Server returns in the 200 OK an Expires header valued 0.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 5.5.1.5
5.5.1.5  Retrieval of Presence Information from Presence Sources
The PS MAY request to retrieve Presence Information from one or more Presence Source(s). 
If so, the PS: 
1) SHALL issue a REFER request according to the procedures in [RFC3515];
2) SHALL set the Request-URI to either the Presentity URI whose Presence Information the PS is requesting to retrieve, or to a specific SIP URI of the Presence Source in the network as determined by local configuration;
NOTE: The local configuration may include multiple target URIs. In that case, multiple REFER requests will be issued.

3) SHALL set the Refer-To header field to the Presentity URI whose Presence Information the PS is requesting to retrieve, and set 
4) the “method” parameter of the Refer-To header field to the value “PUBLISH?event=presence”;

5) SHALL include a Refer-Sub header field set to “false” according to the procedures described in [RFC4488];
6) SHALL, if the Request-URI is set to the Presentity URI, include Accept-Contact header(s) according to [RFC3841] with the following clarifications: 
a. When the SIP/IP Core does not correspond with 3GPP IMS nor 3GPP2 MMD networks, the PS: 
· SHALL, if wishing to retrieve the Presence Information from any Presence Soruce(s) that can act on this REFER request, include an Accept-Contact header set to “+g.oma-pres.reactivepub="any";require”; 
· SHALL, if wishing to retrieve the Presence Information preferentially from the Presence Source(s) that can act on this REFER request and is responsible for publishing specific Presence Information, include an Accept-Contact header set to “+g.oma-pres.reactivepub="any";require” and another Accept-Contact header set to the same feature tag with enumeraing the <token> values defined for the intended Presence Information in [PDE_DDS] “Registry for Reactive Publication Capability Tokens”; or
· SHALL, if wishing to retrieve the Presence Information only from the Presence Source(s) that can act on this REFER request and is responsible for publishing specific Presence Information, include an Accept-Contact header set to “+g.oma-pres.reactivepub="any, enumerated <token> values";require;explicit”, where the <token> values for the intended Presence Information is defined in [PDE_DDS] “Registry for Reactive Publication Capability Tokens”.
b. When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD networks, the PS SHALL include the Accept-Contact header(s) in the same way as a), but use “+g.3gpp.app_ref ” feature tag and the correponding IARI values defined in [PDE_DDS] “Registry for Reactive Publication Capability Tokens”; and
7) SHALL set the originator identity of the REFER request to the Presentity URI as if the request was sent by the Presentity. When the SIP/IP Core corresponds to 3GPP IMS or 3GPP2 MMD networks, the PS SHALL follow the procedures described in section 5.7.3 of [3GPP-TS_24.229] and [3GPP2-X.P0013-004] and insert the Presentity URI in the P-Asserted-Identity header field used in the REFER request.
Once the PS recieves a 200 (OK) response for the REFER request, the PS SHOULD accept the subsequent PUBLISH request from the corresponding Presence Source who has issued the 200 (OK) response for the REFER request.
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
