Only of more advanced transformations are needed new <provide-- > element shall be defined.

The CR introduce changes to the DDS document to address authorization of existing presence elements that already have <transformations> child elements defined in Presence XDMS.
R01: The document has been updated after feedback from the WG and all detailed information from the OMA-TS-Presence_SIMPLE_XDM-V2_0-20081014-D about Subscription Content Rules and Publication Content Rules has been moved to the DDS document.
All Presence information has been checked for how Content Authorization is described in the new part of the DDS document. 
Some issues have been found in section 8 and 9 and new/updated text has been added. The new text that addresses these issues is highlighted in yellow in the updated document.
R02: New version upload as only the change TS was uploaded and not the whole CR.

R03: The Subscription Content Rules and the Publication Content Rules moved back to the Presence XDMS TS!
Only the Note in appendix is kept instructing the inserter of a new presence attribute to check if the <transformation> child elements in the Presence XDMS also can be used for this new presence attribute. If that is not the case the inserter is recommended to define a new transformation element as part of the new DDS document.
