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1 Reason for Contribution

During the Osaka meeting there was an input contribution OMA-LOC-2008-0465-INP_LOCSIP_reuse_WA_RLS proposing the re-use of Watcher Agent and RLS in the LOCSIP architecture. The purpose of this contribution is to highlight what changes need to be done in the LOCSIP AD and also in PRS2.0 AD to allow smooth reuse of entities. This contribution mentions also possible future extensions to the WA and RLS functionality.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution shows necessary updates to the LOCSIP; discuss needed changes in PRS AD and proposes a future handling of WA and RLS entities.

3 Detailed Proposal

3.1 LOCSIP AD changes

The contribution OMA-LOC-2008-0465-INP_LOCSIP_reuse_WA_RLS proposed the reuse of RLS in the LOCSIP AD. In order to do so, following changes to the LOCSIP AD would be needed (changes are based on OMA-AD-LOCSIP-V1_0-20081103-D):

3.1 Presence AD changes

There are three possible way how to solve the PRS AD updates:

1.) In the PRS AD in chapters related to Watcher Agent and RLS replace:

· Watcher with Watcher and Location Client

· Presence Information with Presence and Location Information

· Presentity with Presentity and Target

· Open Issues:

· Watcher Information Subscriber

· Presence List

2.) In the LOCSIP AD when referencing PRS AD clarify the mapping as listed above. No changes in the PRS AD.

3.) Make PRS AD description “event package independent”.

· Subscriber instead of Watcher

· Information instead of Presence Information

· Notifier instead of Presentity

· List instead of Presence List

3.2 Future extensibility

Same issues will apply to TS, if any of the approaches above is selected.

In order to make the referencing simpler, it may be worth to create for RLS and WA separate TS under Presence Enabler. If functional changes are needed in future, the functionality will be extended in that TS. 

First “editorial” changes (make description generic for Presence and Location) can be still done as part of Presence 2.0.

Any update in the WA or RLS functionality requires update of PRS enabler (2.1, 2.2, …).
