6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Refactoring the XDMS section
5.3.1.6 XDMSs

XDMS is a server entity which manages XML documents. There are five kinds of predefined XDMSs necessary for proper operation of an XDM system: List XDMS, Group XDMS, Profile XDMS, Policy XDMS and UPP Directory XDMS. Other OMA enablers MAY define Enabler Specific XDMSs.
Different kinds of XDMSs manage different kinds of XML documents. Application Usages supported by the specific XDMS define what kinds of XML documents it manages.
All of the XDMSs support the following common functionality:

· Manage and support content of XML documents;
· Perform authorisation of incoming subscriptions to XML document changes, XDCP and XCAP requests;
· Notify subscribers of changes in XML documents;
· Provide aggregation of notifications of changes to multiple XML documents;

· Manage and support content of Access Permissions XML documents associated with managed XML documents;

· Enforce Access Permissions for the managed XML documents and ensure the validity of the resulting subsets of XML documents and consistency of XML node addressing between those subsets and original XML documents;

· Update authorised Principals’ Access Permissions List documents in case of a change in Access Permissions for Primary Principal’s XML documents;
· Provide search results;
· Optionally record operations and the information about the operations performed on managed XML documents based on the preferences set by the user;

· Restore managed XML documents back to one of their previous versions;
· Support Document Share by Reference for the managed XML documents;

· Support forwarding of XDM Resources.
