Summary of Change

The change in section 5.1 in OMA-PAG-2009-0276R03 is revoke due to a misunderstanding of AD guidelines. This change was agreed in OMA-PAG 2009-284 but was never added to the updated AD. It is OK to have DM as a depended enabler in another enabler if it exist an enabler defined MO according to information provided from ARC in the joint meeting PAG ARC in Singapore.  In order not to confuse readers of older XDM enabler version enabler packages DM is added back to section 5.1 and the reference to the DM_ERELD moved back to Normative References section from Informative References section. The Appendix C is changed to normative after feedback during the Shenzhen meeting as XDM depends on the fact that DM can carry the, by the XDM enabler defined, MO as the XDM enabler as such has no means to handle the MO. The WG regards this as dependency. It is still a service provider choice if the service provider wants to use the DM enabler or not to carry the MO or do configuration with any other method.
