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1 General Description

XML Document Management was endorsed by the ARCH WG to be a common function. Following the definition of Common Function this means XML Document Management is needed by a number of services and should be created in a reusable manner. We think this implies a work item that is concentrating on producing consolidated use cases, requirements and technical specifications for XML Document Management. 

XML Document Management is the industry recognized capability for associating common attributes about a group of contacts (e.g., individuals). XML Document Management can be viewed as an enabler of group based communication. For example, XML Document Management is used in MMS or SMS to send one message to many individuals, at once. Also, XML Document Management is used in Presence to facilitate authorization of many individuals who may wish to access another individual’s presence information. Yet another example of XML Document Management is the use of a group definition to facilitate session initiation of many individuals to the same conference call. Even in Location enabler work, XML Document Management can be used to differentiate colleagues that are either in our out of the office. In all of these examples, there are common attributes that could be defined, in common, in order to allow a single XML Document Management enabler to be used consistently across other OMA enablers. This commonality to XML Document Management would permit the interworking amongst enablers with XML Document Management capabilities. For example, a group context defined within a presence enabler could be used to initiate a conference call amongst your online friends. Consistency of the OMA group capabilities is of paramount importance as OMA matures to provide interworking across its enablers.

Groups and elements of XML Document Management are being developed in a number of different working groups in OMA. For example, PAG, PoC, MWG/IM, MWG/MMS, Location all have features that contain XML Document Management capabilities. This indicates that there is probably value in working in common across OMA to identify some common XML Document Management enabler characteristic, rather than possibly end up with divergent and differing definitions of XML Document Management across different enablers.

We organize the work item to create two releases. They will run partly in parallel to fulfill the needs of enablers that were started earlier but want to use XML Document Management specifications for reference. 

· Release one concentrates on requirements of enablers that are ready since the start of the WI .

· Release two will be based on requirements needed by other enablers that follow the ARCH guidance to reuse the common function XML Document Management. Upward compatibility is targeted to avoid new investment in hardware during the migration phase.    

2 Current Status

2.1 Status for Enabler Release 1.0 in XDM

Requirements from XDM dependant service enablers POC and Presence were identified. Other enablers will be part of release two that use the common kernel we identified for release one.

External Coordination: 3GPP has defined a set of Group Management requirements, as a part of their Release6 specifications. These requirements will be referenced, as appropriate, in this work. Other groups, such as the IETF, 3GPP2 also may have work that will be considered in this work. Additionally, the work within OMA working groups on XML Document Management will also be considered.
