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1 General Description

XML Document Management (XDM) defines a common mechanism that makes user-specific service-related information accessible to the service enablers (e.g., PoC, IM) that need them. Such information is expected to be stored in the network where it can be located, accessed and manipulated (e.g. created, changed, deleted).  XDM specifies how such information will be defined in well-structured XML documents, as well as the common protocol for access and manipulation of such XML documents, by authorized principals. 

For example, XDM can be used in Presence to facilitate authorization of individuals who may wish to access another individual’s presence information.  Another example of XDM is the use of a group definition to facilitate session initiation of many individuals to the same conference call.

In these examples, there are common attributes that could be defined, in order to allow a shared XDM enabler to be used consistently across multiple OMA enablers.  For example, a URI list defined within a presence enabler could be used to initiate a conference call amongst an online group of friends.  There is value in identifying common XDM enabler characteristics which promotes reusability and interworking across all OMA enablers that use XDM functionality.
Release 1 of the XDM enabler focused on core requirements, as well as the requirements of OMA enablers that were identified early in the Release 1 timeframe (i.e. PoC, SIMPLE Presence) that could make use of common XDM functions.
This Release 2 of the XDM enabler will be based on unmet requirements from Release 1 that are still agreed, the requirements of newly identified enablers that can make use of common XDM functions (e.g. IM), and any additional requirements that are agreed.
