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1 Reason for Change

A CR against the publication procedures was recently approved (OMA-REL-2005-0020-CR_Publication-Procedures-following-change-in-IPR-rules). The changes made were correct, but these procedures should also be extended to cover publication of stand-alone documents. This CR include additional text to cover this.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Not applicable for procedure documents.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

Not applicable.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.  This obligation does not imply an obligation on Members to conduct IPR searches.  This duty is contained in the Open Mobile Alliance application form to which each Member's attention is drawn.  Members shall submit to the General Manager of Operations of OMA the IPR Statement and the IPR Licensing Declaration.  These forms are available from OMA or online at the OMA website at www.openmobilealliance.org.

5 Recommendation

It is recommended that the Release Planning and Management committee reviews this CR and approves it. The committee shall then work with the TP manager and the DSO to ensure that the updated procedures are published, communicated and put into use.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The following text is based on the approved publication procedures (found in OMA-REL-2005-0020-CR_Publication-Procedures-following-change-in-IPR-rules) marked up with the suggested changes required to it to meet the new requirements that are a result of changes in IPR and the approval of Process document version 1.2.

Procedure for publication of Candidate/Approved enabler releases and stand-alone specifications
These procedures are to be used by the Document Support Office (DSO) in cooperation with the Release Planning and Management committee (REL) while handling material that is to be published. Note that it is ONLY the DSO that is allowed to convert and publish material and it shall work together with REL to ensure that proper processes/procedures are followed.
Prerequisites

· The Enabler Release or stand-alone specification (i.e. a Requirements Document or an Architecture Document) has been approved by the Technical Plenary (in case that there is a change of state from draft to candidate or candidate to approved)

OR

Some change requests have been applied to the Enabler Release or stand-alone specification and it has been updated (approval of changes at the appropriate level as outlined in the process document). In case that only class 2 or 3 changes have been applied, the approval has occurred on working group level in which case the DSO shall send an email to the REL mailing list to inform the committee about that this has occurred (including information about which specifications have been changed and what Change Requests that have been applied).
  

· The material has been updated and if applicable also converted from its previous state (Draft or Candidate) to its new state (Candidate or Approved) using the conversion procedures found below. 

Material to be published

The following material shall be published for a Candidate as well as Approved Enabler Release:

· Enabler Release Definition 

· Specifications associated with the release 

· Requirements Document (only if available) 

· Architecture Document (only if available) 

· XML Schemas (only if available) 

· DTD (only if available) 

Alternatively, Requirements Documents or Architecture Documents may be approved as Candidates and published on their own. Requirement Documents may then later be re-published as part of an Enabler Release.
Publication steps

The following publication procedure applies to the material, regardless of whether it is in Candidate or Approved state:

1. Remove any change control information to make the documents clean and generate a PDF version. Check the result to make sure that it is readable and that the figures are correctly displayed.
  

2. The updated documents (non-PDF versions) shall be uploaded as permanent documents to the members’ only part of the portal (at the owning group’s web site). The group shall then be notified about the availability of the material by a mail sent to its mailing list.
 
The editors of the documents are expected to use these new revisions of the documents as the baseline when possible further updates of these are done in the future.

3. After the Board of Directors has ratified the TP vote to Candidate/Approved or the changes to the specification, the material may be published on the Enabler Release pages. In case of that there is a previous revision of the Enabler Release or specification already available on the web site, it along with its associated supporting material (found at the links mentioned below) should be moved to the corresponding archive section and replaced by the new revision of the enabler release.

NOTE: when Approved Enabler Releases are updated, they receive a new service indicator (e.g. version number is stepped from 1.2 to 1.2.1). The previous version of the release should then be moved to the archive area (in the example 1.2 would be replaced by 1.2.1).
  

4. Publish the material both as individual documents and included in a zip file (with a name corresponding to the full name of the ERELD document but without the word “ERELD”) at: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/release_program/enabler_releases.html 
  

5. In case a Candidate enabler release is published for the first time and a Requirements Document that is associated with this release has been previously published on its own, remove the RD from the enabler release page.
6. Publish possible associated DTDs at: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/DTD/index.htm 
  

7. Publish possible associated XML schemas at: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/profiles/index.html 
  

8. Send an email to the REL mailing list informing the committee of the changes made so it can check whether the updates made are correct.

9. Await answer from REL, then announce the availability of the material by sending a mail to OMA-ALL@MAIL.OPENMOBILEALLIANCE.ORG and include the necessary IPR statement:

”Each Member will use its reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as it becomes aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. Members shall submit to the General Manager of Operations of OMA the IPR Statement and the IPR Licensing Declaration. These forms are available from OMA or online at the OMA website at www.openmobilealliance.org.”

In case that the update is caused by incorporation of class 2 or 3 Change Requests, these Change Requests shall also be listed in the announcement mail.
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
