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1 Reason for Change

The current revision of the process document states that the service indictor for approved enabler release never should be updated. This seems inconsistent with the intent to have the name of the enabler release package matching that of the ERELD, so it is therefore suggested to change this text.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None, the service indicators for approved enabler releases have started to be incremented when these have been updated.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

None, the overall working process document does not address this matter. 

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. It is recommended that the release planning and management aggress the CR.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change of text on incrementing service indicator for approved enabler releases

6.8 Naming and version numbering for Enabler Releases

The Working Group that owns an Enabler Release SHOULD determine the name and version number to be assigned. The Release Planning and Management Committee SHALL assist and provide guidance whenever needed.

The name of the Enabler Release SHOULD correspond to the service area for which the specifications included in the Enabler Release have been developed. Examples of suitable names of Enabler Releases are Browsing, Multimedia Messaging, Device Management, etc.

For a new Enabler Release version number 1.0 shall be used. Subsequent versions of the Enabler release increase in .1 increments e.g. version 1.1, 1.2 up to the point when major changes are applied to the specifications. At this point the version number is increased to 2.0. As a general rule the version number SHOULD correspond to the version number of the specifications contained in the enabler release e.g. if the version number of most browsing specifications increase from version number from 2.0 to 2.1, then the version of the Browsing Enabler Release should also be increased from 2.0 to 2.1.

Note that the service indicator part of the version number of Approved Enabler Releases shall be incremented as the version number of a specification is incremented due to the incorporation of Change Requests into the specification. This is a consequence of that the ERELD needs to be updated each time the enabler release is changed and the Enabler Release Package shall have the same version number as that of the ERELD.  As the specifications belonging to an Enabler Release may be updated with CRs at different times, these may have different version numbers than that of the ERELD and the Enabler Release Package. 
For Enabler Releases that largely consist of specifications brought in as contributions from Affiliates or WAP Forum that are integrated into OMA, the version number of the Affiliate or WAP Forum specification MAY be preserved to indicate the level of maturity of the release. In cases where a different version numbering scheme is used from that in OMA, the version numbers of the specifications and the corresponding Enabler Releases SHOULD be aligned when being converted to the OMA version scheme.
