1 Reason for Change

As agreed during one of REL’s meeting, we should make it clear in the WID procedures that if new work is initiated to be run under an existing, not revised WID, then it is still important that the responsible WG communicates that this work is started so that it can be brought to the attention of the Technical Plenary.
Revision 1 of this change request takes into account comments received during the REL meeting on August 21, changing the text so that the REL committee should be engaged in discussion with groups on continued work instead of WPS. The role of REL in early planning of new work is also made more explicit.
Revision 2 takes into account feedback provided during the conference call on September 14:

· Change 1, 4th bullet: change the text to make it clearer that REL expects discussions with groups when they intend to produce new enablers or major new versions of those, but normally not when minor versions are produced.
· Change 1, 4th bullet: There was an “and” missing in the name of the REL committee.
· Change 2: heading of new section to be changed to “Start of work on a new minor version of a release under an existing WID”.
Change 2, second sentence to be removed. Third sentence to start without word “Therefore” and to be ended in a more readable manner.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change to make the involvement from REL in planning new work more visible.

Actions following Approval of Work Items
 
After the Technical Plenary approves a Work Item a series of actions needs to be undertaken. Officers of WG responsible for the WI should take responsibility for the interaction with WPS as follows:
1. The Work Item shall be assigned as per the OMA Processes. 
2. The approved version of WID is uploaded to TP PD storage area by WPS. Then, then the doc is made public 
3. The Release Planning and Management Committee will add the WID to the initial Release tracking activities of the Work Programme.
4. In case that the goal of the Work Item is to produce a new enabler release or a new major version of a release, the assigned working group should contact the Release Planning and Management Committee to request a meeting to plan the work. 
5. The assigned working group will then provide periodic status and planning reporting in the form of WISPR to the Release Planning and Management Committee per Release Planning Process. 

6. The WI tracking activity handled by the WPS will be updated accordingly.

Change 2:  This new section is suggested to be inserted after the “Updating Work Items” section and before the section “Maintenance work”.
Start of work on a new minor version of a release under an existing WID
As mentioned earlier it is possible to use a Work Item to cover work on more than one minor version of a Release (e.g. to start work on V1.1 after completion of V1.0). At the point of time when a group decides to start new work on a new minor version of a release under an existing WID, it should contact the Release Planning and Management Committee and provide information on the new deliverables to be created. The committee will verify that the new work can be covered under the existing Work Item and may request a meeting with the working group to plan the work ahead. The Release Planning and Management committee will also notify the Technical Plenary, as well as impacted Working Groups of the start of the new work.
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
