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1 Reason for Contribution

This document has been created in response to two action items related to show state of work items and releases, as well as to provide feedback on document OMA-REL-2006-0103-INP_WI_handling_mkII.
2 Summary of Contribution

As part of the work programme information on the portal, there is a need to more clearly show the status of the work items as well as the releases. In addition, it would also be desirable to be able to filter or sort work items and releases based on this information. This input contribution aims to identify what states that are applicable for work items and releases and also suggests how this can be shown and used on the OMA portal.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following is a listing of the states that are applicable for work items and enabler/reference releases.
Work Item States
· Registered and not yet approved => Triggered by champion requesting WID number

· Active => Triggered by that the TP has approved a WID or that it has approved that work related to a recently suspended WID is to be resumed.

· Suspended => Triggered by TP decision to suspend the WID

· Closed => Triggered by TP decision to close the WID

Release States

· RD phase => Triggered by that a new release is registered on the portal (note: if a reference release is created without an RD then the release may enter another phase directly

· White Paper phase => optional phase mainly applicable for Reference Releases triggered either by the registration of a white paper on the portal while the release have previously been in an RD phase or that a new release has been registered which is not to contain an RD but where a WP is to be created.

· AD phase => Triggered by that a first Architecture Document for the Release is registered on the portal

· Specification development phase => Triggered by that that the first specification or supporting file is registered on the portal

· Candidate phase => Triggered by the approval of a release as a Candidate

· Maintenance phase => Triggered by the final Approval of a release

· Obsolete phase => Triggered by TP decision to make the release obsolete

Possible portal functionality
The states of the work items and the corresponding releases would have to be maintained as two new data fields. These could then be shown next to the names of the Work Items/Enablers, either as icons or as text.

It should be possible to sort on these fields so that you for instance can see which enablers that are in RD development phase. It may also be good to provide a filter mechanism so that for instance only the enablers belonging to active work items are shown.

Document OMA-REL-2006-0103 also suggests some additional functionality worthwhile to consider:

· Provide linkage between work items that are related, e.g. when the work started in one work item is continued in another work item. The continuation could either be for maintenance of an approved release or work on new versions of a release. This could be implemented by adding fields that contains info on relation to other work items.

· Remove the enabler identify from the WP information as it only is for internal usage.
· Show history of ownership of Work Item when a work item has been passed from one group to another. Would need fields to show names of previous WGs as well as dates when the reassignment took place.
