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1 Reason for Contribution

Documents and Packages which have reached Candidate state are given a –C in the filename to indicate this.
Such documents and packages may be modified by applying Change Requests. The packages must be checked by the WG and REL before the changes are notified to TP. Until now, these intermediate versions, which may not have been agreed by the Working Group, have continued to use the –C state, which can be confusing particularly to those outside OMA. 

In the future, these intermediate versions will start using the –D in the filename until they have been agreed in the Working Group.

The portal currently shows the latest version of any document or package. However, if a candidate document has been modified, the portal may show a draft (D) as the latest version, thus hiding the existence of a Candidate version.

In this case, the portal should show the latest Candidate version and, if there are draft versions more recent than the Candidate, the portal should also show the most recent draft version. This applies to both the Permanent Documents screen of the Documents service and the WP Enabler Release and Reference Release details screens.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution looks at the various states which can arise and lists which documents should be displayed in each case.
3 Detailed Proposal

There are several different situations which need to be considered:

a) The most recent version is a draft (-D). There have been no previous Candidate versions.

The PD and Release screens should show only the latest version (-D) with a link to the previous versions in reverse date order.

b) The most recent version is a Candidate (-C).

The PD and Release screens should show only the latest version (-C) with a link to all the previous versions in reverse date order.

c) The most recent version is a draft (-D) and there are previous Candidate (-C) versions.
The PD and Release screens should show the most recent –D version and the most recent –C version. Each should have a link to all versions which preceded it. (i.e. versions previous to the document displayed.)

4 Intellectual Property Rights
