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1 Reason for Contribution

This document is a compilation of the email responses received so far on the survey initiated as a joint activity between REL and IOP where we asked WGs for feedback on a list of enabler releases identified as not making any progress to move from Candidate to Approved state.

3 Detailed Proposal

Email from Kevin Mowry sent on behalf of the GS WG:
GS V1.0 - no progress and no intention of working on this.
GS CSI V1.0 - champion identified and working with IOP.  Progress is slow but intention to proceed is there.
Email from Alastair Angwin sent on behalf of the BAC WG:

1. Protocol Stack 2.1

   BAC agreed the proposal in doc 77 to use indirect evidential testing to be used to seek and justify approval of this enabler.

   We believe there is enough evidence to justify Protocol Stack 2.1 being approved

2. EFI 1.1

   BAC agreed the proposal in doc 79 to seek a status of historic or other term other than obsolete for this enabler to show it is on a non approval track but not obsolete. If historic or its equivalent (but not

obsolete) is not available then the proposal is to leave it as candidate.

   We are aware "historic" is not a valid status today and a status conveying the situation that a piece of work is still current but unlikely to be pursued etc is worth having. We are not comfortable with using obsolete as defined for EFI 1.1 as obsolete as defined today prevents referencing and conveys the wrong message.

3. vObject 1.1

   BAC agreed the proposal in doc 80R01 to continue the existing interop testing as MMS 1.3 testing appears to be covering 2/3rds of the enabler and browsing 2.3 testing etc could try to pick up the remainder

   MAE will continue to work with IOP to help complete the IOP for vObject

4. UAPROF 1.1

   BAC agreed on the call and no subsequent concerns were riased so it was adopted that with UAPROF 2.0 as an approved enabler there is no significant harm in using the obsolesense process for UAPROF 1.1. In this case the obsolesence and obsolete status does make sence as UAPROF 2.0 is the replacement for UAPROF 1.1 and the market is believed to have moved on to UAPROF 2.0.

Email from Teri Lehtonen sent on behalf of the MCC WG:

OMA Billing Framework 1.0 is legacy work from the WAP Forum (previously WAP Billing Framework). The last thing that happened to it in WAPF was the successful closure of consistency review. The enabler was brought into OMA as a candidate release for maintenance. Already at that point, there was no intention to develop it further in OMA. The latest and only activity so far that been carried out in OMA, was to convert documents to use OMA templates and to publish the release on the OMA web site.
 

The WI to maintain this specification is still in the OMA work program (which is natural because the enabler has been published) but there is no intention from MCC to do any work related to it. The Billing Framework has had its role in facilitating work for the Charging Enabler since some discussions and debates that would have otherwise come up had already been tackled. However, all further development in OMA regarding processing of charging events focuses on the OMA Charging Enabler.
Email from Leighton Ridgard sent on behalf of the DS WG:

The OMA DS 1.2 (SyncML 1.2) has been tested. The enabler is actually in two parts. OMA DS 1.2 and OMA SyncML Common 1.2. OMA DS 1.2 has already been Approved. OMA SyncML Common v1.2 has been tested as part of this and is ready to be Aproved. It will be presented to TP ASAP.
We are still missing feedback from LOC on MLP V3.1 and MLS V1.0 and from SEC on WPKI V1.0 and OBKG V1.0.
