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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution provides a proposal for the realization of an OMA Enabler Directory and some needed modifications to the ERELD template.

ERELD: 

to accomplish the OMA Enabler Directory idea, this contribution provides input for modifying the ERELD template. The proposal aims to have a single section outlining the functional additions/modifications from the previous versions and a single complete subsection describing all functions together, including the indication which functions has been introduced in which release.
OMA Enabler Directory idea:

The goal is to provide an overview of all enablers (approved, in candidacy, under ongoing specification work, planned) in a single source (document, web site). A proposal from where to assemble the information is given below. The re-use of the effort done in OMA-REL-2005-0043R03 is suggested as a new starting point.
The contribution provides some initial suggestion for the technical realization, the process for setting it up (again) and for continuous maintenance.
2 Summary of Contribution

· Overview of OMA enabler work (OMA Enabler Directory)
· Collect respective sections from WID, RD and ERELD - depending on the enabler status - to assemble an OMA enabler directory 
· Depending on the in-depth information on this directory the Introduction section of the AD could also be considered.

· Suggestion to ERELD modification: modifies section 5 and 7
· Give information from section 5 and 7 adjacent to each other as shown in proposal in revised section 7

3 Detailed Proposal
1. Proposal for Overview of OMA enablers
Content of OMA Enabler Directory

· Compiling of an OMA Enabler Directory (either document or web site) assembling information from WID, RD, and ERELD document depending on the status of the enabler. In avoidance of duplication, the idea is to always take the latest approved document (according to the status) to update the directory.
· WID: chapter 1 “description”
· RD: chapter 4. “Introduction”, section 4.1. “Overview”, and section 4.2 “Functionality differences from previous version” – as proposed in OMA-OP-2007-0008 (in progress)
· ERELD: chapter x (5. or 7.) “Functional Description” and proposed subsection x.1 “Functionality differences from previous version” and x.2 “Minimum Functional Description”

Note: the same approach as for ERPs shall be taken for RRPs. An update of the RRELD template needs to be considered then.

Suggestion for the continuous updating process:

The input in the OMA Enabler Directory is coupled with the process of approving documents. This means:

1) WID approval

2) RD approval

3) ERP approval

DSO responsible for a certain group updated the file/db after approval of documents. This shares the load of the maintenance of the document and keeps it up-to-date according to the approval of those documents.

Suggestion for a Technical Realization:

a) Word document: Software to extract information from relevant sections of the above mentioned documents (!! Takes too long, and has high risk for maintenance (see agenda tool problem when updating templates) !!)
b) Word document & Web site: 
· database with the following minimum information (best to be added to existing data base)
i. Enabler ID

ii. Enabler Description Name

iii. Enabler Status

iv. Description fields for WID, RD, ERELD extracted texts

· ( generate word/pdf file or static website. Dynamic website can take information directly from database.
c) Update document OMA-REL-2005-0043R03 now with latest information, but based on the above document list for all new enabler/ revise existing text accordingly if needed; done by DSO per WG AND initial request on developers to extend database as given under point b). (!! This might be the fastest way!!)
Effort – how to get there and keep it maintained? :
· Initial effort: collect all information in WID, RD, ERELD based on the current status from the existing work by DSO. If used in form of a word file, the document “OMA-REL-2005-0043R03-Candidate-Enabler-and-Work-Item-Descriptions.doc” could work as starting point.

· Continuous maintenance: DSO for each group updates the respective content for the WG’s enablers in the database or word file.
