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1 Reason for Contribution

REL have requested an estimate of how long it would take DSO to build the directory listing of Enablers.
It also proposes how the directory listing of Releases would be maintained afterwards.
R01 corrects some details and adjusts the target dates as the start time will be later and the Web Refresh project may consume some of the DSO and chairs time.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution looks at the steps involved and provides an estimate of when each could be complete. It is assumed that this is to done as a background task between other existing activitie. Given that the summer period is upon us, it may take some time to have all steps completed for all groups.
3 Detailed Proposal
Building the Directory

DSO expect that the steps to building the directory could be as follows.

1) DSO gather all available material ( Descriptions from WIDs, ERELDs, Publications pages) and forward it to the WG chairs for updating. 
2) In parallel REL provide a mock-up or template for how the Directory listing of Releases would look.

We expect that this could be achieved by the end of August2007.

3) DSO gather the returned material and update the Release Directory as the updated descriptions are provided. DSO provide REL with a regular update of which Releases are still outstanding. REL/DSO issue regular requests to the chairs and champions responsible for the Releases which have not been returned.
Due to vacations we expect that this could continue until October 2007.

It is proposed that REL prepare the chairs by informing them of this activity and requesting their participation.

Maintenance of the Directory
Once the directory is in place, It will be maintained by DSO. If the following steps are agreed the DSO procedures will be updated accordingly

Work Item Approval and creation of a new Release
When a Work Item is created, the WPS will extract the text from the WID and insert it into the Release Directory. The WID champion will be asked to review it and modify it if necessary.

If a new Release is created under an existing Work Item (for example a version 1.2 or 1.2) the WID text will be used as a starting point and the WID champion and chair of the responsible working group will be asked to review it and modify it if necessary.

Approval  of a Requirements Document as Candidate.

When a Requirements Document is approved by TP, the DSO responsible for the WG to which the Work Item is assigned will replace the text with the text from the RRELD or ERELD.
Approval of a Release as Candidate

When a Release is approved as Candidate by TP, the DSO responsible for the WG to which the Work Item is assigned will replace the text with the text from the ERELD or RRELD
Final Approval of a Release
When a Release is approved (-A) by TP, the DSO responsible for the WG to which the Work Item is assigned will replace the text with the text from the ERELD or RRELD.
