Agreed document OMA-REL-2008-0193R03 generalizes the notion of physical meetings, in section 11 on decision making. Section 6.2 still distinguishes physical TP meetings and virtual TP meetings.
Face-to-face is an attribute of meeting whereas physical/virtual is described in 6.2 is an attribute of group. And in particular as an attribute of TP. The distinction of physical/virtual is important to maintain as an attribute of meeting, but not as an attribute of group. Furthermore, section 6.2 only lists this as an attribute of TP, and not of any other group type. This CR believes this description is misplaced in the section on organizational structure. It is also a duplication of text in section 11. Therefore, the notion is proposed to be removed form section 6.2. The distinction is then still maintained in section 8 on Meetings and section 11 on Decision Making.
R01 removes the 2nd and 3rd paragraph as agreed on the March 27 REL CC.
