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1 Reason for Change

This change request proposes textual changes (simplifications, consistency) to the OMA WID procedures (OMA-ORG-WID_Procedures-V1_3-20090127-D). The following is a summary of the changes:

· General

· Throughout the document, different styles and formats were used for numbered and bulleted lists, different font sizes, inconsistent indentations etc. This has been corrected

· Introduced consistent use of abbreviations

· Section 4 – replaced the list of CRs with a bullet list description of features and functions
· Removed section 5.2 on Document Naming, as this is duplication with section 11.1.3.23. In addition, the information in these two places was not exactly the same
· The section on Supporting Information no longer describes when that information should be available; it just describes what the information is. The subsequent procedure descriptions that require the information will then include references to this section

· In section 6 there used to be a lot of duplication throughout the entire section. E.g. duplication on who uploads documents to what area, duplication on how packages are created, how they are submitted to TP, by whom, etc

· Section 6.1. WID Registration: duplication on naming was removed, as well as duplication on the artifacts that should accompany the registration

· Section 6.2 WID Drafting: duplication on document upload was removed, and material on socialization was moved to section 6.3 WID Socialization

· Section 6.3 WID Socialization was simplified and consolidated into a single numbered list

· Section 6.4 WID Review: the numbered list was made more consistent

· Section 6.5 WID for TP Approval: the indented numbered lists were simplified

· Section 6.6 Actions Following Approval: Duplication of the WISPR procedures was replaced with a reference to those WISPR procedures

· Section 6.7 Updating WIDs: the description of steps has been greatly simplified. For example, for “updates involving new work” the describing text was replaced simply with references to the previous sections which include the exact same description
· Section 6.8 WID Maintenance: straightforward simplifications
· Section 6.9 Suspending WIDs: Greatly simplified the descriptions and number of steps

· Section 6.10 Resuming WIDs: Reduced to one single paragraph

· Section 6.11 Discontinuing WIDs: Simplified the description of the steps

· Section 6.12 Managing Obsolescence: A lot of simplifications implemented, e.g. replace text with a reference of Obsolescence process in OMA ProcDoc, simplify description of the steps, and refer to existing descriptions for procedures for the ETS which were duplicated

· Section 6.13 Closing WIDs: Collapsed some of the numbered lists, made consistent with previous descriptions
