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1 Reason for Change

As discussed in LA the CR 175R02 introduced an incompatibility between not allowing a vote in a meeting and allowing an informal vote in a meeting.  This was intended to be a simple CR to fix the incompatibility, however when reading the revised process text it was clear that there was more than one incompatibility:

1. The text “A vote MAY be conducted during a meeting and/or electronically” only applies now to informal voting so this can be removed from above.

2. The text “Only one voting mechanism SHALL be used at any one time” applies to the text in 1 so this is moved under Informal Voting.

3. (editorial) space missing in “motionrequest”

4. (editorial) “types of votes” should be “types of vote”.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Without this CR there is a Process inconsistency.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  10.2 Specify that text about voting during a meeting applies only to formal voting

10.2 Using voting to achieve agreement

If consensus cannot be achieved, a vote MAY be used to reach a decision.  The vote may exceptionally be performed by a secret ballot if decided by the group. 

The decision to utilize a vote may be made by the chair or may be the result of a proper motion request from any member of the group.  After deciding to take a vote, the chair MAY permit limited discussion to help clarify the issues involved.

There are two types of vote:-

· Informal voting

may be conducted during a meeting and/or electronically (only one voting mechanism SHALL be used at any one time).
not binding on the group

MAY be used to gauge sentiment and identify the level of support for the proposal within the group

MAY take several forms (e.g. show of hands, email etc.)

does not require notice periods

· Formal voting

SHALL be conducted electronically only (and MAY be in parallel to a meeting)

binding on the group

MAY be used to reach a final decision on a proposal.

The Chair SHALL ensure that a reasonable period of time for discussion and due notice have been provided prior for items being submitted to a formal vote.
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
