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1 Reason for Contribution

Follow-up to OMA-REL-2010-0007-INP_SUP_documents_of_type_WSDL to come up with a structure for WSDL SUP files.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes boiler plate text for WSDL SUP files, for a _RELEASE_INFO file that lists the contents of a WSDL package, and for ERELD entries for WSDL files. 
Note that this contains an updated LEGAL DISCLAIMER as advised by the OMA Legal Counsel during the Sorrento meeting. This updated Legal Disclaimer needs to go into all templates for SUP files which are intended to be modified by developers as part of their use. 

3 Detailed Proposal

WSDL package

A WSDL package SHALL be a ZIP file that 

· MUST contain a file with release information called “_RELEASE_INFO.TXT” 

· MUST contain at least one file of type “*.wsdl”

· MAY contain one or more files of type “*.xsd”

· MAY contain additional auxiliary files to run generator applications, e.g. of type “*.bat”
· MAY contain a file “_README.TXT” that provides further instructions to the users of the package
A set of functionally related WSDL packages can be associated to a shared URN root prefix of the form:

urn:oma:wsdl:<funcarea>
The <funcarea> label should provide a logical reference for the related WSDL packages, and may belong to the enabler under which the work is being developed. Each WSDL package is uniquely addressed by its URN prefix which builds from the root as follows:

urn:oma:wsdl:<funcarea>:<package>:<version>
The <version> component would normally be a numeric version identifier (e.g. “1.0” or “3.1”) and would not have a ‘v’ or ‘V’ prefix.  The <package> element of the URN label may be composed of a hierarchical set of labels separated by “:” characters (e.g. “comm:1way”) which conforms to the URN syntax rules set forth by RFC2141.If there is a single WSDL or XSD file in the package, it may use the package URN described above as its own namespace identifier.
Where there is, or may be more than one WSDL or XSD file in the WSDL package they may further define individual URNs as namespace identifiers that start with their package prefix, resulting in the following pattern:

urn:oma:wsdl:<funcarea>:<package>:<version>:<partname>
The string <partname> may incorporate multiple labels of a hierarchical nature, subdivided by “:” characters and maintain the syntax of RFC2141.
Note that the above naming scheme applies to XSD files included in a WSDL package. In case an XML schema is only referenced from a WSDL package (as opposed to included into it), it must be named and handled according to the rules for “plain” XML schemas in OMA.
