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1 Reason for Change

REL recently agreed Change Request OMA-REL-2012-0036-CR_Profiles_and_Deployment_Suites_into_Release_Handling_Process which adds the definition of Deployment Suites and Profiles into the Release Handling ORG document.  The document defines both Deployment Suites and Profiles as informative OMA documents.
In the joint IOP-REL call on May 14th, 2012, the IOP and REL groups agreed that the OMA Process allows us to publish a Deployment Suite and its testing material as a normal Enabler Release.  This enables us to address Deployment Suites entirely within the existing OMA Process.

The purpose of this Change Request is to update the definition of “Deployment Suite” in the Release Handling Process.

5 Recommendation

This CR proposes to define a Deployment Suite simply as an Enabler Release, the ERELD of which can refer to other OMA Releases as well as specifications from external organizations.  It is recommendable however that the name of Deployment Suite Enabler Release contains the name “Deployment Suite” so as to make its purpose clear.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add section 5.4 as follows
5.4     Deployment Suites and Profiles

OMA publishes Releases of varying scope and granularity.  Whereas some Enablers can be deployed as applications or services, other Enablers are building blocks that are only meaningful when deployed together with other Enablers.  Also, for some deployment contexts there is a need to agree on a reduced feature set of an OMA Release.  

Profiles and Deployment Suites are lightweight instruments to adapt OMA Releases to specific deployment scenarios.

5.4.1 Profiles

A Profile is an Informative document describing a subset of features of a published OMA Release or external specification, to be used in a specific context of deployment.
A Profile MAY make Optional features Mandatory.  A Profile SHOULD NOT make Mandatory options Optional.   A Profile SHALL NOT introduce new features that were not specified in the original Release.

5.4.2 Deployment Suites

A Deployment Suite is an Enabler Release defining a combination of OMA Releases, Profiles and/or specifications originating from external organizations that can be tested and deployed together.  The ERELD of a Deployment Suite defines its components, which MAY include references to other OMA Releases and/or references to specifications form external organizations.
If an Enabler Release is a Deployment Suite, then its name SHOULD include the words “Deployment Suite”.
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
