1 Reason for Change

OMA Device Management (DM) Group has recently agreed OMA LightweightM2M v1.0 specifications as final approval.
Unfortunately, some errors have been identified in the current APPROVED specifications, which means a new release  LightweightM2M v1.0.1 will be needed.

Rather than keep creating a new release each time that a bug is encountered in the specs, e.g. v1.0.2, v1.0.3, etc. OMA DM has agreed to create a new document type OMA-ERRATA-<EnablerName>-Vx.y.z-yyyymmdd-D and it will follow the following rules of usage: 

· New type of Permanent Document (PD) OMA-ERRATA-<EnablerName>-Vx.y.z-yyyymmdd-D

· It is an OPTIONAL document that may be created for Enablers that have reached FINAL APPROVAL and when the identified errors and solutions need to be tracked to prior to creating the next Enabler Release.

· The document will be always in the DRAFT state; OMA-ERRATA-<EnablerName>-Vx.y.z-yyyymmdd-D.

· It will ONLY contain resolutions to problems identified in the Enabler Release that will be implemented via change request Class 2 or Class 3: (as described in “Classes of Change” section):

· Class 2: Bug Fixes

· Class 3: Editorial Corrections or Amendments
· The document will not contain a change request(s) but instead will identify the location of each error and the corrected information.

· The life span of each ERRATA document should be limited to no more than six months. This means that the Working Group needs to create a new Enabler Release based on the contents of the ERRATA document within six months of its first creation.

· This document will be stored in the Enabler Work Program area as a permanent document but it will not be subject to the approval and publication process.
