6.2.4 Availability Features
3.1.1 PoC shall manage and respond to availability features as defined in the following subsections:

6.2.4.1 Do-not-disturb feature
In case a PoC subcriber does not want to join a PoC session, the user SHALL be able to activate a setting to discard all incoming talk sessions (Do-not-disturb feature). 

If a user tries to invite a PoC subscriber whose Do-not-disturb feature is active, the inviting user SHALL receive the busy indication.

Do-not-disturb feature SHALL apply to incoming talk sessions but SHALL not apply to alerting 
6.2.4.2 Other Availability Features
