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1 Reason for Contribution

This CR proposes a high level requirement for coordination between PoC service functions and other network functions that might share user rules etc.

2 Summary of Contribution

As PoC services are deployed in networks, it is important to provide a clean and consistent interaction between PoC and other core network services. Such interactions will provide a simple look and feel to customers that enhance their satisfaction with all services provided by the operator.  This in turn leads to reduced churn for the operator and increased revenue streams.
