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1 Reason for Contribution

Chapter 6.2.4 describes the handling of presence features where one is Do-Not-Disturb. In the section for Administration and configuration DnD was mentioned but not the other Presence features. Since we believe that the administration is not limited to DnD, we propose to capture the whole set of Presence features under the Administration and Configuration chapter.

3 Detailed Proposal

6.2.11 Administration and configuration

PoC users SHALL have the following minimum set of capabilities for all PoC sessions,

· Generate and mange user defined pre-arranged PoC group lists to be utilised by the PoC service entity.
· Generate and manage user defined groups to be utilised by the PoC service entity.
· Generate and mange user defined chat groups.

· Manage PoC session treatment methods including Presence features - if supported, auto accept vs. manual accept and rejection based on identity of inviting PoC subscribers.
PoC service providers SHALL have the following minimum set of capabilities,

· Generate and Manage the PoC subscriptions
· Generate and manage  pre-arranged group list, accept/reject lists, answer mode setting.

· Generate and mange user defined chat groups.

· PoC client administration and configuration SHOULD be possible using existing OMA Device Management Enablers.
