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1 Reason for Contribution

The intention of this contribution is to highlight an EPEM decomposition requirement that may impact the specification of the EPEM enabler.

This contribution focuses on an existing requirement within the EPEM RD and is intended to initiate discussion and to propose an additional requirement that describes the necessity for EPEM decomposition.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contributions proposes an additional EPEM requirement for inclusion in the EPEM RD.
3 Detailed Proposal

Currently, the latest version of the EPEM RD contains the following requirement:

R-21: The EPEM enabler MUST permit efficient, scalable and reliable implementations. (Motivated by sections 5.2 considering the technology options that are available).

This is a valid requirement, however, it is unclear whether this requirement meets the need of a Service Provider who may wish to implement the components of the EPEM enabler in different parts of their network. For example, there may be a requirement to implement the Execution Policy Enforcer in one country and the Execution Policy Engine in another.

As a proposal the following EPEM requirement could be used as a basis to fulfil the above scenario:

R-new: The EPEM enabler MUST support the deployment of its logical entities in a multi-domain environment.
