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1 Reason for Contribution

To update and improve the overall system requirements in section 6.2 in OMA-RD-Execution_Policy_Enforcement_Management-V1_0-20040116-D.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to delete the Registration and Discovery requirements R-77, R-78, R-79 and R-80.
3 Detailed Proposal

We propose to remove the following requirements from section 6.2 in OMA-RD-Execution_Policy_Enforcement_Management-V1_0-20040116-D:

 

R-77: The EPEM Enabler MUST provide support to a single logical access point (e.g. Common Directory) to handle: 1) registration, 2) discovery and 3) functions and data that handle information relevant to more than one single service enabler. [ARCH 6.3.2 #1] 

R-78: The EPEM Enabler MUST support Discovery for an implementation of a Service Enabler. [ARCH 6.3.2.1 #3]

R-79: The EPEM Enabler MUST support Registration for an implementations of a Service Enabler. [ARCH 6.3.2.1 #4]

R-80: EPEM enabler MUST be able to register, discover, and retrieve information (e.g. a service enabler's address) using a resource identifier (e.g. a user identifier). [ARCH 6.3.2.1 #5]

Motivation:

In the 8th December conference call the following requirements (amongst others) were accepted to be included in the RD:

6.3.2 Common Directory / Registry

1. The OMA Service Environment MUST have a single logical access point (e.g. Common Directory) to handle: 1) registration, 2) discovery and 3) functions and data that handle information relevant to more than one single service enabler.

6.3.2.1     Interfaces to Common Directory / Registry 

3. The OMA Service Environment MUST support Discovery for an implementation of a Service Enabler.

4. The OMA Service Environment MUST support Registration for an implementations of a Service Enabler.

5. Within the OMA Service Environment it MUST be possible to register, discover, and retrieve information (e.g. a service enabler’s address) using a resource identifier (e.g. a user identifier 

These requirements appear in altered form in OMA-RD-Execution_Policy_Enforcement_Management-V1_0-20040116-D: ‘The OMA Service Environment’ has been changed in ‘The EPEM enabler’.

We propose to remove these requirements since we feel that Common Directory requirements do not necessarily have to be fulfilled by the EPEM enabler. Furthermore the Common Directory targets different functionality than EPEM. EPEM is about managing, evaluating and enforcing policies. Common Directory is about registration and discovery. These are two different scopes. It is not said that the two enablers will not interact: the EPEM enabler may make use of the services of the Common Directory but does not necessarily need to display Common Directory behavior by itself.
