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1 Reason for Change

The proposed changes are aimed at having PoC requirements that assure the resulting interfaces are network infrastructure agnostic and at having a PoC service enabler that provides the necessary interfaces to other OMA service enablers.

Changes are:

1. [Class 2] Change definition of PoC service enabler where it refers to UMTS and CDMA. The primary reason is that one of OMA’s guiding principles is to be network agnostic. Also change “UMTS” to “3GPP” and “CDMA” to “3GPP2” since “UMTS” is anyway a CDMA system.

2. [Class 2]  Section 6.3.1, Open Interfaces section says:  “Interfaces to the PoC service entities SHALL make use of open standards.  Specifically, it SHALL be possible to make use of relevant network interface standards from 3GPP and 3GPP2.”  A change is requested to clarify compliance with OMA network independence principle.

3. [Class 2]   The term in the heading for Section 6.4.3., “PoC Application Service Infrastructure,” is not defined in the document. The change provides a definition.

4. [Class 2] Section 6.4.3, PoC Application Service Infrastructure, doesn’t consider as a function handling requests (providing an interface) from other server-based OMA service enablers or applications. One of the key values of an OMA service enabler is to allow the reuse of its functionality by other OMA enablers and applications. We believe that the business value of the PoC enabler is highly amplified by its availability to other enablers and applications via a server-to-server interface. Although we see this as a basic requirement, we also understand the constraints for completing a prompt PoC Release 1. Therefore, we request to add a new appendix with proposed requirements for discussion in future releases of the PoC RD. An example of such the functionality is case of an emergency notification application that uses the PoC service enabler to play a pre-recorded emergency announcement to members of a certain PoC group; the requesting entity is not a PoC Client but a server-based system.
The change provides the text for the requested Appendix.

1.  [Class 2]  Section 3.2, In definition of PoC Service Enabler, Replace:

 “…The PoC Service Enabler utilise UMTS and CDMA packet switched networks.” 
with the following: 

“The PoC Service Enabler can be implemented on top of various types of access infrastructures, including those specified by 3GPP and 3GPP2.” 
2.  [Class 2], Section 6.3.1 Replace

“Specifically, it SHALL be possible to make use of relevant network interface standards from 3GPP and 3GPP2”

with

“Specifically, it SHALL be possible to make use of relevant network interface standards including 3GPP and 3GPP2.”  

3.  [Class 2] In definitions, Define

“PoC application service infrastructure”

as

“The server-side part of the PoC Service Enabler”

4.  [Class 2] Add an Appendix as follows:

“Appendix D - Proposed requirements for discussion in future releases (Informative)
- Handle requests for PoC services from other OMA Service enablers and applications - Section 6.4.3, PoC Application Service Infrastructure, doesn’t consider as a function handling requests (providing an interface) from other server-based OMA service enablers or applications. One of the key values of an OMA service enabler is to allow reuse of its functionality by other OMA enablers and applications. The business value of the PoC enabler is highly amplified by its availability to other enablers and applications via a server-to-server interface. An example of such functionality is the case of an emergency notification application that uses the PoC service enabler to play a pre-recorded emergency announcement to members of a certain PoC group; the requesting entity is not a PoC Client but a server-based system.”
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
