	 The request, by either an IM Client or other requesting entity, to create a new group SHALL include an indication of whether the group is permanent or temporary.

	Temporary Group
	Upon the creation of a new group, the end user SHOULD be allowed to specify whether the new group is to be temporary or permanent. 

	Temporary Group
	Requests to create a temporary group SHALL include a time period for which the group shall exist.

	Temporary Group
	Temporary groups SHALL be deleted by the network server responsible for managing IM groups. 

	Temporary Group
	The deletion of a temporary group by the network server shall occur when the time period which was identified in the creation request expires. 

	Temporary Group
	The deletion of a temporary group shall be postponed in the event it is currently being used by any of the group's members. 

	Temporary Group
	When communicating groups to an IM Client, an indication SHALL be present indicating whether it is permanent or temporary.
