	3rd party
	 A merchant involved in the delivery of a service apart from the network operator. 

	Account
	 An instance of a payment system.

	Advice of Charge
	 real-time display of the network utilisation charges incurred by the User Equipment. (3GPP TS 21.905)

	Bearer
	 A information transmission path of defined capacity, delay and bit error rate, etc. (3GPP TS 21.905)

	Billable event
	 An event that is susceptible of being billed.

	Billing
	 A function whereby CDRs generated by the charging function are transformed into bills requiring payment.

	Billing event
	 An event that contains information related to billing.

	Billing Service Provider
	 The entity responsible for generating bills to an End User.

	Billing System
	 The system used for accounting.

	Bundle service
	 A service composed of a combination of other services sold as a whole.

	CDR
	 Charging Data record. A data record that contains information about a service for use in billing and accounting. It will typically include all the information needed for calculating charges and describe the service.

	Charge
	 The information related to a chargeable event, after it has been formatted, stored, and transferred in order to make it possible to determine usage for which the charged party may be billed.

	Chargeable Event
	 A service delivery that has taken place, and be specified and recorded.
3GPP: An activity utilising telecommunications network infrastructure and related services for user to user communication (e.g. a single call, a data communication session or a short message), or for user to network communication (e.g. service profile administration), or for inter-network communication (e.g. transferring calls, signalling, or short messages), or for mobility (e.g. roaming or inter-system handover), which the network operator wants to charge for. The cost of a chargeable event may cover the cost of sending, transporting, delivery and storage. The cost of call related signalling may also be included.  (3GPP TS 21.905)

	Charged Party
	 see Issuer.

	Cross-discounting
	 The modification of the funds associated to one or several services due to the usage of another service or services.

	Discount
	 A reduction in the usual price of a service.

	Home Network
	 The network whom the customer has a contract relationship and where he is supposed to receive the services subscribed.

	Interconnection
	 The technical physical connection between two networks (GSMA BA 273221)

	Invoice
	 a list of items provided or work done together with their cost, for payment at a later time.

	Mobile device
	 A personal communication device (e.g. PDA, mobile phone etc) capable of communicating either locally (e.g. using Bluetooth) or through a network (e.g. GSM or CDMA).

	Non-recurring Charge
	 Charges that are applied only once (i.e.  activation, equipment purchases).

	Operator
	 A Network Operator.

	Price
	 The amount of money (funds) for which a service is sold.

	Priceable event
	 The minimum unity of a service with a price (i.e. an SMS sent to another user in the same network, etc).

	Rate
	 The amount of funds per unit of a service.

	Rating
	 To establish the amount of funds to be exchanged for a service unit.

	Recurring Charge
	 Charges that are applied in a regular basis independently of the usage (i.e. rate plan charge)

	Refund
	 Reimbursement to the customer of the funds associated to a service. 

	Retail Tariff
	 A tariff used by Service Providers for billing subscribers.

	Settlement
	 Payment or adjustment of an account.

	Service leg
	 The part of the service that is uniquely related to a user.

	Service Provider
	 A Service Provider is either a network operator or an other entity that provides services to a subscriber (3GPP TS 21.905)

	Serving Network
	 The serving network provides the user with access to the services of home environment.

	Session
	 A relationship among all the elements involved in a service, including the terminal equipment, where they share a common understanding of the status of the service.

	Taper discount
	 Discounts based on volume.

	Tariff
	 A schedule of rates or charges of a business or a public utility.

	Terminal equipment
	 Equipment that provides the functions necessary for the operation of the access protocols by the user (source

	Termination charge
	  A charge set by the destination administration/ROA for terminating incoming traffic regardless of origin. (ITU-T D.000)

	Tier price
	 A systems of prices where there is a finite set of tiers with a price.

	User terminal
	 see Terminal equipment

	User equipment
	 see Terminal equipment.

	Usage Charges
	 Charges based on network use.
