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1 Reason for Change

As described in REQ-0353R01, the current version of the PoC RD is ambiguous on certain Presence-related issues.  This contribution proposes some changes to simplify and clarify those issues, without changing the functionality proposed by the current RD.

Modify section 6.2.4 as follows:
6.2.4 Presence Features

A PoC subscriber MAY have a set of Presence elements available to be published on his behalf.  These features allow the PoC subscriber to express his Presence status.  The PoC subscriber SHALL be able to manipulate his presence settings in accordance with applicable and appropriate Presence Service standards.  The PoC subscriber MAY publish different presence information to other PoC subscribers, as determined by their privacy preferences.
Additionally, technical connection conditions may apply but are not considered herein (e.g. a PoC subscriber may be out of telecommunications coverage).

This PoC service enabler SHALL not prevent operations of other Presence features based on applicable and appropriate Presence Standards when they are used in combination with PoC. 
The PoC service enabler SHALL communicate the following presence states: 
· Available (Yes, No):  Indicates whether the PoC subscriber is registered for PoC service and able to accept new incoming PoC sessions..  This presence element SHALL be published as a positive value if the PoC subscriber’s terminal is able to accept new incoming PoC sessions.  In all other situations it will be published as a negative value.  Note, that this element indicates a terminal/network status, not user preference, and thus would typically originate from a network element, such as the PoC Server.
· Busy (Yes, No):  Indicates whether the PoC subscriber is engaged in another PoC session.  This presence element SHALL be published as a positive value when the PoC Subscriber is engaged in one (or more) PoC sessions.  This state is only meaningful if the user is also Available.  Note, that this element indicates a terminal/network status, not user preference, and thus would typically originate from a network element, such as the PoC Server.
· Do Not Disturb - Sessions (Yes/No):  Indicates whether the PoC subscriber is willing to accept new incoming PoC sessions at this time.  This element SHALL be published to indicate the subscriber’s Session DND preference.  This state is only meaningful if the user is also Available.  Note, that this element indicates a user preference, and thus would typically originate from a user agent, such as the PoC Client.
· Do Not Disturb - Alerts (Yes, No): Indicates whether the PoC subscriber is willing to accept new incoming instant Personal Alerts at this time. This element SHALL be published to indicate the subscriber’s Alert DND preference.  This state is only meaningful if the user is also Available.  Note, that this element indicates a user preference, and thus would typically originate from a user agent, such as the PoC Client.
· 
When a PoC subscriber activates one of the DND features, the PoC Server SHALL enforce the user preference and reject incoming communications as specified by the relevant DND element.
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
