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1 Reason for Change

The number of use cases in the Presence RD has grown to 20, and there will probably be 5 more after the Munich meeting. It is no longer practical to keep the use cases in one long list, so it was proposed in the April 27 REQ Presence breakout that the use cases should be divided in meaningful groups for easier management and to make it easier to get an overview of them. 

It was decided that although adding one level of hierarchy will produce 4-digit subsection numbers, it’s the preferable solution compared to splitting chapter 5 into new chapters and thus changing the numbering of the rest of the chapters.
