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1 Reason for Contribution

Within the Requirements Network Identity Breakout Group we recently discussed the priorities of different topics and enablers in order to determine which should be included in the RD. Based on this discussion we created a list of the highest priority enablers that we believe should be included. 

This contribution includes this list, and will be used as a reference as we liase with WGs and potential end users to check that we made the right prioritisation. Any commercial input to back up our proposals for which topics are the most important would be gratefully received!

3 Detailed Proposal

Within the NI breakout group we have already analysed various topics and OMA enablers that we are confident will be included in the final RD. However, in order to work as efficiently as possible between now and our target deadline of RD completion in September, we are now prioritising which enablers are the most commercially useful for inclusion.

We will freeze the list of topics to be included at the end of May. Therefore it is now an appropriate time to get feedback from potential end users of an Identity Management Framework in order to ensure that our work has the maximum commercial focus.

This contribution includes the spreadsheet that was used during our prioritisation discussion, which shows roughly what factors were taken into consideration and the enablers chosen. The list of enablers chosen matches the list included in slide 9 of document OMA-REQ-2004-0416 (NI breakout summary, Munich).

This contribution will be used as a reference as we liase with WGs and potential end users to check that we made the right prioritisation.
