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1 Reason for Change

Requirements for registration and discovery of policies and enablers have been discussed at length in the PEEM breakout sessions without any firm conclusion. We are still not convinced that they are needed as stated, as they can be understood to specify one of a number of possible implementations. Registration and discovery is one way of implementing this, but we believe the RD should be kept open also for other ways of implementation. We therefore propose a modification of the requirements to formulate what we believe is the underlying need for those but avoiding what we believe is a specification of a solution. 

This document replaces <OMA-REQ-2004-0625-LATE-Comments-on-contr-0384R01-0498-0584-and-0587-on-Registration-and-Discovery>. The changes are: 

· We propose to modify also requirement 6.2 #11 according to the same principle as our proposed modifications in doc 0625 to requirements 6.2 #9,10. 

· The document is changed from an input contribution to a change request as it does propose changes to the RD.

In the PEEM RD from 23rd June 2004, replace requirements 6.2 #9, #10 and #11 as follows:

12. When an enabler or an interface to an enabler is added, modified or removed, then it SHALL be possible for the PEEM enabler to be made aware of this at the latest when it needs to use it. 

13. When a policy is added, modified or removed, then it SHALL be possible for the entities that need to use this policy to be made aware of this at the latest when they need to use it.

14. When the PEEM enabler is to interact with other resources the PEEM enabler shall be able to address those resources based on a resource identifier (e.g. a user identifier). 
It also has to be discussed whether this shall be possible fully automatically or whether it is sufficient to do this by some kind of manual action.
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
