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1 Reason for Contribution

According to the minutes of the joint REQ-MCC meeting, no final agreement has been reached on the requirements REQ-10 and REQ-11 of OMA-REQ-2004-0706 (OMA-REQ-2004-0804, section 7.5).
2 Summary of Contribution

The minutes from the discussion (OMA-REQ-2004-0804) state the following wrt. OMA-REQ-2004-0706:

REQ-10 and 11: Postponed. Definition of “Event Charging” needs to be provided. Make more clear what is meant: Network level vs. app level charging, explicit vs. transparent charging, state changes vs. volume etc.

The original requirements REQ-10 and REQ-11 as proposed in OMA-REQ-2004-0706:

REQ-10: The charging enabler SHALL support charging based on events. Note: Events would be generated by the merchant upon service delivery, e.g. “connection established”, “message sent”, or “ring tone delivered”.
REQ-11: The charging enabler SHALL support charging based on metering information. Note: Metering could be done based on duration, volume or other units and could be performed by the merchant, or by any other suited network element, such as a service selection gateway or a WAP gateway that has the capability to monitor network traffic.

It seems the discussion had drifted away from the original requirements, because the proposed phrasing in document #706 makes no use of the term “event charging”. REQ-10 rather says that is shall be possible to apply a charge based on an event, which silently assumes that the service offering consists of discrete consumable items, such as pages, downloadable ring tones, or individual stock quotes, each of which can be associated with a predetermined value and thus can be charged individually. Complementary to this is REQ-11, which says that is shall be possible to apply a charge based on metering information, which silently assumes that the service is of a continuous nature and service consumption needs to be metered in order to charge for it.

3 Detailed Proposal

To make the intention more clear, the following alternative phrasing is proposed, using the terms continuous and discrete:

REQ-11: The charging enabler SHALL support charging for services that are of a continuous nature. Note: Service consumption needs to be metered in order to charge for it. Metering could be done based on duration, volume or other units. Metering of these units could be performed by the merchant, or by any other suited network element, such as a service selection gateway or a WAP gateway that has the capability to monitor network traffic.

To better align with the rephrased REQ-11, the following alternative phrasing for REQ-10 is proposed:

REQ-10: The charging enabler SHALL support charging for services that are of discrete, or itemized, nature. Note: The items would be reported by the merchant as they are about to be consumed, e.g. “message sent”, or “ring tone delivered”.
