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1 Reason for Contribution

The MCC WG sent earlier questions to other OMA working groups on charging related work and received many answers.

Three contributions analyzing the answers were made:

OMA-MCC-2004-0110R01-MCC-contribution-to-Charging-RD

OMA-MCC-2004-0123R01-MCC-contribution-to-Charging-RD-2

OMA-MCC-2004-0125R01-MCC-contribution-to-Charging-RD-3-

Purpose of this contribution is to address the charging requirements identified by other OMA WGs.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution contains a compilation of requirements derived from the abovementioned documents. At the MCC WG conference call on 16th September 2004, these requirements were considered to be missing from the Charging RD available at that time (OMA-RD_Charging-V1_0-20040823-D).

3 Detailed Proposal

New requirements derived from OMA-MCC-2004-0110-MCC-contribution-to-Charging-RD and OMA-MCC-2004-0123-MCC-contribution-to-Charging-RD-2:
REQ-1 The Charging Enabler SHALL support subscription based charging.

REQ-2 The Charging Enabler SHOULD support charging of different session types. E.g. 1-1 video session, many – many PoC session, 1 – many broadcast session.

Change proposal for existing requirements derived from OMA-MCC-2004-0125-MCC-contribution-to-Charging-RD-3-:

HLFR 27

Rating of a service MUST consider:

· All the elements involved in the delivery of the service, including bearer charges, session charges and event/content charges.

· Specific prices for that event due to bundling, promotions, protected content, right objects, etc.

· Capabilities asked to provide the service, and those provided (i.e. the user asks for a premium service but he is not granted)

· Account used for the charges.

It is likely that for providing those capabilities rating is not done within the enabler, but on an external part (i.e. the ACE)

HLFR 69

The charging enabler SHALL allow to charge customers for obtaining service or purchasing goods, no matter what the nature of the service or goods are. In particular, charging for content or digital goods (e.g. weather forecasts, ringtones, protected content or right objects) and charging for services (e.g. WLAN access time, receiving the “goal of the day as a stremed video, or using a conference bridge) SHALL be supported
