5.1 Persistent chat session for multiple groups and individuals
5.1.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
This use case emphasises the fact that enterprise demands pre-established Chat PoC sessions in flexible ways. In v1RD, any Chat PoC session must be bounded to one group list. This implies that employees between different groups in the enterprise cannot communicate in a PoC session: 
5.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· Chat PoC session administer(s)
· Chat PoC session participants
· Service provider.
5.2.3.1 Actor Specific Issues

The issues for the actors are:

· Chat PoC session requester wants to establish a new Chat PoC session by referring to identities for multiple groups and/or individuals
· 
5.2.3.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Chat PoC session participants:
· Can make collaborations with several groups and individuals at once
· Service provider:

· Can provide flexible Chat PoC session service
· Increase PoC usage and revenue by catering to corporate market
5.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· Group information is registered on some group list management server(s) operated by PoC service provider
· There are three four lists on the group list server(s); the development group, and three sales groups for company1, company2, and company3.
5.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· Session may not be terminated even after the last participant leaves the session
· Any existing session is terminated by PoC administers or timer defined at the time of session establishment 
5.1.5 Normal Flow
The normal flow for this use case is:

1. The administrator starts a chat PoC session; the session is closed for three group lists of sales groups for company1, company2, and company3 by specifying those three group list IDs.
2. The administrator arrange a PoC server to start a chat PoC session automatically; the session is closed for two group lists of development group and the sales group for company1 by specifying those two group list IDs. 
3. A user is advertised by group advertisement about those two sessions
4. The user joins to one of the sessions
5. The user leaves to the joined session.

5.1.6 Alternative Flow
1. At step 3: the user requests the list of Chat PoC sessions currently available for the user.

5.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· For the user to be able to request the session list without specifying group list IDs which he belongs to.
Derived / Proposed Requirements
· The PoC administrators MUST be able to start a Chat PoC session for multiple groups and individuals.

· The PoC administrators MUST be able to start a Chat PoC session for a pre-defined duration
