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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC Enhancement Work Item Description WID 098 has been approved. The WID lists PoC Service Interworking with other domains as one of the topics of interest for this work. The term “interworking with other domains”  in the introductory section of the Requirement Document requires some clarification.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following proposes text changes for the PoC version 2 RD section 1 and new definitions for the PoC Version 2 RD section 3.2 :.
Scope

The intention of PoC2 Requirement Document (RD) is to define the requirements for the Push to Talk over Cellular services beyond those requirements created for PoC as developed in OMA.  As stated in PoC2 Work Item Document (WID), the following will be covered in this RD:
1. Interworking between the PoC Service and networks and/or terminals in non-PoC enabled domains.

2. Machine-to-user PoC sessions
3. Automatic PoC sessions initiated by outside applications
4. Seamless interaction between PoC and other enablers (e.g., instant messaging, VoIP)
5. Use of PoC by emergency organisations/services personnel (e.g. police, ambulance, fire)

6. Use of a variety of media formats to provide enhanced user experience within PoC (e.g. video)
3.2 Definitions

	PoC enabled domain
	User Terminals and private (e.g. Enterprise) or public networks (e.g. GPRS, UMTS, CDMA) providing PoC Service to their PoC subscribers as defined by OMA PoC specifications for the PoC Service Enabler. 

	Non-PoC enabled domains
	User Terminals and private (e.g. Enterprise) or public networks (e.g. GPRS, UMTS, CDMA)  providing either no Push-To-Talk service or proprietary Push-To-Talk service and used to interact with User Terminals and Networks in a PoC enabled domain

	PoC Enabled User Terminal
	User Terminal with a PoC Client and with a valid PoC subscription

	PoC Capable User Terminal
	User Terminal with a PoC Client with no valid PoC subscription

	PoC Enabled Network
	A public or private network providing PoC Service to their own PoC subscribers  

	PoC Capable Network
	A public or private network capable of providing PoC Service but with no own PoC subscribers  
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
