This contribution presents a use case and requirements for Dynamic Sub-Group. The Dynamic Sub-Group is a subset of an original PoC group (a chat room or a group call). That means members of a Dynamic Sub-Group belong to the original PoC group.

When inviting to a Dynamic Sub-Group, the PoC subscriber should be able to define filter criteria. The filter criteria may be URI, presence state, or geographical area etc. the members of a Dynamic Sub-Group SHALL match the filter criteria of the Dynamic Sub-Group.

When an inviter wants to set up a Dynamic Sub-Group, the inviter SHALL select a PoC group and set the filter criteria. Members of the Dynamic Sub-Group can choose to communicate with uses belonging to the Dynamic Sub-Group only, or communicate with participants of the original PoC group. But the participants who do not match the filter criteria SHALL not be invited and allowed to join the Dynamic Sub-Group.

Bob set up a Dynamic Sub-Group and discusses the plan privately. After discussion, Bob disclose the plan to everybody of the group.
5.x.5 Normal Flow

Bob set the filter criteria. The filter criteria is the participants whose title is manager. After that Bob set up the Dynamic Sub-Group.
Tom and Mary match the filter criteria, so they receive the notification of the Dynamic Sub-Group.
Bob starts to introduce his view about the plan to the members of Dynamic Sub-Group.

Tom and Mary start hearing Bob’s voice, but the members out of Dynamic Sub-Group can not hear that.
Tom listens to Bob’s idea and gives his answers quickly.

Mary does not care this, so she just says OK. 

When they finish the discussion, Bob selects to speak to everybody of the PoC group, to notify the conclusion of discussion.
