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1 Reason for Change

The existing OMA-RD template does not illustrate clearly how the device requirements and device interfaces should be described.  This CR reorganizes the System Elements and Interfaces requirements into separate sections.
In most circumstances (e.g. MMS, IM, Device management, Presence,  PoC, XDM, Data Synch) OMA is not defining enablers from ground up, thus the requirements are framed in terms of the existing systems.  It is common for OMA to address evolution and enhancements of existing systems, rather than brand new systems.  This is the reason the existing template addresses the requirements related to "System Elements".
